| have been reflecting of late on the difference between the
summer we have just had and the events and weather of the
same time last year. It has been so pleasant and | am sure it
has contributed to the calm way that the staff and students
have gone about their work this term. For us all who are part
of The Lakes community, we come to school to teach and
learn in a most inspiring and beautiful environment.

This term our year one students have been learning about the
sea and its many and varied life forms. To enhance their
learning experiences in this area they visited the Melbourne
Aquarium this week. The children had a guided tour while
they were there and were able to discuss the many animals
and sights they saw.
