3 Way Conferences @ The Lakes — Goal Setting

During week 1, all families will have received a 3 Way Conference notice inviting parents to attend a goal setting interview
with their child on Tuesday 16" February. Families will be allocated a 10 minute time slot for the interview and students will
have the opportunity to plan their goals in conjunction with their parents and a staff member within their year level team.
This is an important opportunity to formulate student learning goals and all families are encouraged to support their
children by attending the conference.

What is a 3 Way Goal Setting Conference ?

A 3 Way Goal Setting Conference is an opportunity for the student, teacher and parent/s to focus on learning goals that
could be set for 2010. The student has the opportunity to highlight their needs, consider their previous goals and look
forward to future successes and achievements they would like to aspire to. This conference is not an academic
assessment of progress, but rather a chance to pave the way for discussion during the mid year 3 Way Conference.

Who is involved in the 3 Way Conference ?

Your child, a year level teacher and the parent. It is important for parents to understand that the teacher’s role is to support
the student and to provide direction and an adult perspective on the student’s choice of goals. The student will have the
opportunity to direct and discuss their learning journey.

What is the purpose of a 3 Way Conference ?

The key focus and purpose of a 3 way conference is to highlight and support the learning development and growth of your
child as a whole and not specifically to focus on one curriculum area. Your child has every opportunity to consider their
needs, celebrate learning strengths and to discuss processes that may help them to improve.

10 minutes has been allocated to your child’s 3 Way Conference and we ask that you are on time for your session. If you
feel you may have some personal concerns that you would like to discuss then it's important to make arrangements for a
future meeting. If you would like to contact a specific teacher or specialist who is not facilitating the goal setting conference
then you will be required to make contact with this teacher and arrange a future meeting time.

Going back To School

Going back to school after the holidays can be difficult. You might be really excited to get back to school, catch up with all
your friends and start the new school year. Or you might be sad that days of sleeping in, going to the beach, and having
extra time on your hands are over until the next holiday.

No matter what you might be feeling, here are a few tips that can help you get back into the right headspace for going back
to school and get you motivated for the new school year.

How going back to school might affect you

At the beginning of the school year it is not uncommon to feel:

stressed or anxious

excited - time to see friends again, get new stationery and cover books

sad or down - holidays are over

pressure or expectations from yourself or others

physically sick, including headaches or migraines

concerned about work load.
If you are experiencing these feelings it is important to look after yourself. Take time out to do something that you enjoy.
Even though you may not feel like it, exercising and eating well can help.
It is also possible that you might be worried about going back to school because you have been bullied in the past, and are
worried it might continue If you are finding how you are feeling is affecting your day to day life, it is a good idea to talk to
someone you trust. This may be someone like a friend, school counsellor or family member.
Suggestion for making going back to school easier
It may help to remember you are not alone, it is likely that other people have similar feelings to you. Some suggestions for
making the move back to school as stress-free as possible are:
Set yourself some goals for the year - A good way to get motivated for the new school year might be to think about the
things you might like to achieve during the year. These might be school related goals - for example, to get good marks in
English and Maths. Or, they might be more personal goals,
Get involved - A good way to get back into things at school and to make new friends is to become involved in activities
that interest you. This way you are meeting people whom you have things in common with. You may want to get involved
in:

sport (most schools offer a range of different team sports)

music

debating

Student Representative Council.
Breaklng the ice - It is possible that you will find yourself in classes with people you don't know very well when you go
back to school. Often other people are feeling nervous about making new friends. It can sometimes take someone to
suggest doing something to break the ice. You may like to ask someone in your class to kick the footy or head down the
street together.
It is often easy to identify different groups within schools: popular, academic, sporty, rebellious, etc. However, interacting
with anyone (no matter what group they sit in at lunchtime) can help you to be more open-minded.
Express yourself - Being able to express how you are feeling may help to release some of the tension you may feel.
There are a number of ways that you are able to express yourself safely, such as exercise, writing in journal, or share your
experiences and find support.
Have something to look forward to -  Sometimes it is helpful to plan ahead so that you have something to look forward

to. You may want to plan to catch up with friends after school or plan to do something special over the weekend. And there
are always next holidays to look forward to!

Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA)

Information for 2010
The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided to assist eligible families with the costs associated with the
education of their children.
To be eligible for receipt of the EMA you must:

be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secondary school student up to the age of sixteen; and

be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, allowance or benefit within the meaning of the State

Concessions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) pensioner or be a foster parent.

Consequently parents/guardians are able to access the EMA if they have a valid Health Care Card or valid Pension
Card.
The eligibility criteria must be met as at the first day of Term 1 (27 January 2010 which is the first day for teaching
staff) and Term 3 (12 July 2010).
The EMA application must be submitted to the school by 26 February 2010 for the first instalment and 6 August
2010 for the second instalment.
The EMA provides an annual amount of $225 for primary students and $450 for secondary students and is paid in
two instalments. This amount is split evenly between the parents/guardians and the school. Students turning 16
years in 2010 will be paid on a pro rata basis.

*Student year level (or age for ungraded and special school students) will form the basis for calculating the
amount payable to parents and schools.

Parents with continuing eligibility, who are paid the first instalment of 2010 through this school will not be required
to complete a new application for the second instalment. Parents who transfer children to another school after 26
February 2010 and prior to or on 6 August 2010 , must reapply at the new school for the second instalment.

Attached to this letter you will find the formal notice of election of members for the 2009-2010
School Council.

The School Council has a base membership of 11 parent members and 4 members employed
by the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development. The total possible
membership is 15.

All parents are eligible to nominate or be nominated for election to school council in the parent
member category. Employees of the Department of Education and Early Childhood
Development (DEECD) who are parents of children in the school are eligible to nominate for
up to 2 of the parent positions. Teachers at the school are restricted to being nominated for
the DEECD tagged positions.

Normally all positions are held for a period of two years.

Nominations close at 4.00 pm on Friday 19th February, 2010 and should be accompanied
by a brief resume about the candidate which will be published for the information of voters.

The nomination form provided on the back of the official Notice of Election should be used.

Further official nomination forms may be obtained from the general office at the school
including a self nomination form.

Councillors whose terms of office have expired are:

Parent members : Leonie Sorrentino, Belinda Pattison, Cassandra Smith, + 2 Vacancies
DEECD members: Leanne Britcliffe

These people are eligible for re-election with Leanne being eligible for the Parent category.

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SCHOOL COUNCIL ELECTIONS 2010

What is a school council and what does it do?

All government schools in Victoria have a school council. They are legally constituted bodies
that are given powers to set the key directions of a school within centrally provided guidelines.
In doing this, a school council is able to directly influence the quality of education that the
school provides for its students.

Who is on the school council?
For most school councils, there are three possible categories of membership:

A mandated elected Parent category — more than one third of the total members must be
from this category. Department of Education and Early Childhood Development (DEECD)
employees can be Parent members at their child’s school as long as they are not employed at
the school.

A mandated elected DEECD employee category = — members of this category may make up
no more than one-third of the total membership of school council. The principal of the school is
automatically one of these members.

An optional Community member category — members are coopted by a decision of the
council because of their special skills, interests or experiences. DEECD employees are not
eligible to be Community members. The Lakes does not have this category.

Generally, the term of office for all members is about two years. The term of office of half the
members expires each year, creating vacancies for the annual school council elections.

Why is Parent membership so important?

Parents on school councils provide important viewpoints and have valuable skills that can help
shape the direction of the school.

Those parents who become active on a school council find their involvement satisfying in itself
and may also find that their children feel a greater sense of belonging.

How can you become involved?

The most obvious way is to vote in the elections, which are held in Term 1 each year.
However, ballots are only held if more people nominate as candidates than there are positions
vacant. In view of this, you might seriously consider standing for election as a member of the
school council encouraging another person to stand for election.

Do | need special experience to be on school counci  1?
No. What you do need is an interest in your child’s school and the desire to work in
partnership with others to help shape the school’s future.

What do you need to do to stand for election?

The principal will issue a notice of election and call for nominations following the
commencement of Term 1 each year. All school council elections must be completed by the
end of March.

If you decide to stand for election, you can arrange for someone to nominate you as a
candidate or you can nominate yourself in the Parent category.

DEECD employees whose child is enrolled in a school in which they are not employed are
eligible to nominate as parents for the school council at that school.

Once the nomination form is completed, return it to the principal within the time stated on the
notice of election. You will receive a Nomination Form Receipt in the mail following the receipt
of your completed nomination.

Generally, if there are more nominations received than there are vacancies on council, a ballot
will be conducted during the two weeks after the call for nominations has closed.

Remember
Ask at the school for help if you would like to stand for election and are not sure what to do
Consider standing for election to council this year. Be sure to vote in the elections.
