PRINCIPAL ’S REPORT 
Welcome back to all our families. I trust your holidays were 
restful and enjoyable. I know the staff have thoroughly 
appreciated their breaks and enjoyed time with their families 
and friends. I’m sure the indulgence in all that chocolate may 
have added to this enjoyment for many of us.  It’s always 
great to have the chance to get away, or to attempt those 
tasks we seem to put away for another day! Both the staff and 
student work hard throughout the term so a well deserved 
break and some time to refresh is certainly needed. 
 

You will have noticed some improvements around the school 
on your return. Shade sails have changed colour on the 
Middle Years Campus to the originally ordered colour red, 
around the outdoor performance area.  We have also had 
some solar panels installed on the technology building, made 
possible through a federal government grant. 
 

The staff attended a very practical and valuable training 
session on CPR and anaphylaxis on Tuesday after school.  It 
is a requirement of the Department of Education and Early 
Childhood Development that we are updated annually in these 
areas so that our school and workplace remains compliant 
and safe for all, both students and staff alike.  
 

Once again, we remind parents that the car parks on the Early 
Years campus and Merriang SDS are for staff use only.  The 
drop off loop at the front of Merriang SDS is for the buses 
bringing students to and from the school and therefore should 
be kept clear at all times. The staff car park on The Lakes side 
is not a drop off loop and poses a considerable risk to the 
children as they get out of cars. Parents are encouraged to 
use the loop on The Lakes Boulevard which is designed for 
this purpose and is a much safer alternative for all.  
 

Our Year 3 students went on an excursion to Scienceworks 
yesterday and by all reports a fantastic day was had by all.  
The children are studying a unit of work on machines this term 
and this day provided an excellent introduction to their term’s 
learning. They attended a demonstration during their visit 
which explored the different forms of simple machines and 
this knowledge will be built on throughout their studies this 
term. The children represented our school proudly displaying 
our values in their participation and behaviour throughout the 
day.  

This week, Middle Years students have been invited to become 
involved in this year’s school production, ‘The Lakes – a 
feathered tale of deception’. The students are encouraged to be 
involved in roles including performing on stage as well as 
behind the scenes in prop design, lighting and all areas of 
production.  The dates for this much anticipated performance 
are Thursday 2nd and Friday 3rd September at Parade College.  
Make sure you put these dates in your diary.  
 

In the next couple of weeks, you will be receiving a flyer about 
our May book fair. Save your pocket money so that you can 
buy some of the great books we will have on sale. May is 
National Family Reading Month.  We encourage our families to 
become involved in the Family Reading Challenge which 
encourages families to read with their children for 15 minutes 
each day of the month of May. Look out for the information 
which will come home with the newsletter. 
 

A reminder also to Middle Years students that Homework Club 
will be held every Thursday after school between 3.15 and 
4.15pm if you require help with any work tasks. 
 

As the weather gets colder, it is expected that our winter 
uniform will be worn by students.  Students are not to wear 
‘hoodies’, windcheaters or coloured jackets either over the top 
of or underneath their school clothing as these are not part of 
the uniform as outlined in our school policy. Please follow The 
Lakes uniform requirements.  
 

Preparations are underway already for our 2011 Year 7 student 
intake. The first of our tours will be next week on Wednesday 
21st April at 4.00pm.  There will also be tours on Wednesday 
28th April, Tuesday 4th May, Wednesday 12th May and Tuesday 
18th May all from 4.00pm. Bookings can be made through the 
Middle Years office or come along on the afternoon of your 
choice. Two Prep 2011 tour dates for term 2 on the Early Years 
campus are set for Tuesday 4th May at 9.30am and Tuesday 8th 
June at 4.30pm. Bookings for these tours can be made through 
the Early Years office or come along on the date of your choice.
