A couple of past fundraisers for the school have now been
completed.

The Blue Light disco that was held on the Early Years
Campus on the 14™ May raised a total of $1,300 for the
school. The Junior School Councils on both campuses did
a great job working with the police to make this night a
success and will now have to put their collective minds
together and work out what we are going to use that
money for.

Another great fundraiser that was the Book Fair which
raised about $3,500 in sales on the Early Years campus,
giving us a total of $860 to spend on books, while the
Middle Years took approximately $1,900 in sales meaning
that we had $400 to spend on books. This will certainly
bolster the library stocks on both campuses.

The Year 7 team had a great “Ancient Times” incursion on
Tuesday that included a gladiator activity, a look at rulers
and subjects in societies and a warrior and warfare dance
and drama session. All these varied activities gave the
students an opportunity to focus on and celebrate their
learning with a sense of ‘how it was’ in a simulated way.

This will
hold them in good stead for their upcoming camp in the city
where they will have the opportunity to put into practice a lot
of the things that were discussed and viewed.

3 Way Conferences

All families will have received a reply slip on the 3 Way Conference that will be held on Tuesday, July 20,2010 during the
second week of term 3. Families will have been allocated a time for their conference and preparations are in place for the
discussion.

What is a 3 Way Conference ?

A 3 Way Conference is a discussion between the student, home group teacher and parent. The student has the
opportunity to highlight their successes, share their goals for future progress and to discuss their learning journey over the
first semester.

Who is involved in the 3 Way Conference ?

Your child, the home group teacher and the parent. It is important for parents to understand that the home group teacher’s
role is to support the student and to provide insight and an adult perspective on the student’s overall progress. The student
will have the opportunity to direct and discuss their learning journey.

What is the purpose of a 3 Way Conference ?

The key focus and purpose of a 3 way conference is to highlight and support the learning development and growth of your
child as a whole and not specifically to focus on one curriculum area. Your child has every opportunity to share their
progress, celebrate strengths and discuss opportunities and processes that may help them to improve.

15 minutes has been allocated to your child’s 3 Way Conference and we ask that you are on time for your session. Bring
along your child and their report and have any questions prepared that you may wish to discuss. If you feel you may need
more time or that you may have some personal concerns you would like to discuss then it's important to make
arrangements for a future meeting. If you would like to contact a specific teacher or specialist who is not the Home Group
teacher then you will be required to make contact with this teacher and arrange a future meeting time.

Should you have any questions regarding the 3 Way Conference please feel free to come and speak to your child’s Home
Group teacher.

The Lakes SMS messaging and Attendance

From 13" July 2010, parents will be informed by mobile phone Short Message Service (SMS) each time their child is away
from school / school.

At The Lakes South Morang P-9 School, student attendance and safety is a high priority. We know that students who
attend regularly are more likely to be successful and safe at school. To improve our attendance procedures, we will be
informing parents/caregivers about any unexplained absences for their child.

The school expects parents/caregiver to contact the school in advance if they know their child is to be absent. From 13"
July 2010, an SMS text message will be automatically sent to the mobile phones of parents explaining that our records
show that your child is absent from school. The message will read as follows:

“The Lakes P-9 School records show Jennifer Smith i s absent, TUES 13/07/10. PIs reply SMS or ph either

Middle Years 9401 3919 or Early Campus 9404 9000 ca mpus stating Student name/ reason/ abs date”

The message will arrive on the phone displaying the number, “0437312393”. Parents should store this number in their
mobile phone under “The Lakes School” so that when the message arrives, the parent is aware the message has come
from the school. Parents can then reply by pressing the reply option on your mobile phone when you receive a message
from the school and add your son or daughter’s name, year, date of absence and the reason they are absent or late.
e.g. Steven Scott, Year 11 was sick yesterday (Tuesday 15th November)

Text version = “Steven S yrl1 sick tues 15 nov”
OR by phoning the school office or sending a note explaining the absence.

Once we fully implement Messageyou for absences, some of the other uses could include notification of: Announcements
or Reminders of meetings or forthcoming events.

Updating Parent Mobile Phone Numbers

As part of the process of implementing this exciting new system, the school is seeking your assistance. We already have
an extensive list of parent’'s mobile numbers; however we would like to make sure our records are fully up-to-date, so
inform us if your mobile number is changed.
