Boori started off with a few 
humorous jokes, then some stories of his friend George and his grandson when they were in 
the desert. It was amazing finding out about how aboriginals survive. When Boori told us 
about his Mother and Father’s backgrounds, it was fun learning new words from different 
languages. Every time Boori told us about his frog, and how it said “I love you” everyone 
cracked up. Boori played the didgeridoo, did some animal calls, a rap and some techniques. 
When Boori was telling the story of his sister Sue, when she broke the plates and cups and 

blamed it on Boori, how he planted revenge! Boori used lots of expression, different voices and facial elements. Boori has 
played the didgeridoo or a Yiggy Yiggy in his Mother’s language for world renowned Michael Jackson, and he is publishing 
another book called Shake a Leg, which is out in book and educational stores in October 2010. Boori used to go to Sunday 
school and when he got a big, fat python and hid it in his sister’s bed he said “The lord has spoken!” Oh and Boori has 
seven sisters, three brothers and a tree frog.
