Year 3 & 4 Netbook Program

Year 3 & 4 parents to pay $50 per term for three
terms, as terms 1 is a short term, plus $50 for the
annual insurance. The computer / student ratio is
1:1 with students having exclusive use of their own laptop.
Non-participants will have shared access in the classroom.
Year 3 parents’ response has been excellent. Year 4 parents’
response has not been as strong.

Grant for | Touch

$3000 grant will be used to purchase I-Touch for 8 students
and arrange associated teacher professional development for
such use. This will engage Year 7 boys in literacy, and be
recorded through the Action Research Project.

Student Inspiration Day Think Tank

Two students together with 2 staff members will participate in
the Student Inspiration Day Think Tank with Professor
Stephen Hemphall.

Staffing

As a result of the student / teacher ratio being so low and the
team teaching practices in place, when a teacher absence
occurs of a short term nature, the members of that teacher's
team will cover the classes. It is not possible to cover the cost
of both casual relief teachers for such absences and have the
monies allocated in an increased teaching staff. All absences
of a longer time span will be covered by a casual relief
teacher.

Year 9 Notebook Program

There will be a new Year 9 Notebook program, that is funded
from a Commonwealth Government grant. A Notebook will be
offered to each Year 9 student for use this year. This will
require a $200 bond for insurance to be paid by the parents.
The bond will be returned at the end of the year, upon return
of the notebook.

Internet Safety
It is crucial that parents, carers and teachers are aware of the online applications which young people are using and learn how
they operate.Understanding the possibilities that exist for young people to not only come across offensive content, but to create it
themselves, will assist parents in guiding the young people in their care to use technology appropriately.
You need to talk to your children about thinking before they post anything online. Considering the impact of their posts on others,
as well as how it might affect them personally in the future, is an essential step before clicking the send button.
The majority of young people, and internet users in general, will use these applications responsibly. Unfortunately, some users
will behave inappropriately and it is important to learn how to minimise the impact of their actions on your child.

Removing Offensive Material on Facebook
Facebook profiles can best be protected from offensive content by ensuring that they are set to private, and that you only add
people you actually know offline as your online friends. For more information about safety on Facebook, please visit: Facebook
Safety Page.

If one of your friends posts something inappropriate, you can delete the comment by clicking on Remove next to their wall post or
Delete next to their comment.

If one of your friends repeatedly posts offensive content, you can block them from communicating with you. This can be done by
going to their Profile and clicking Report/Block this Person under their information on the lefthand side. Selecting this option
will bring up a new window where you can choose to simply block communications from the person or to report them for offensive
behaviour.

When you create a Facebook group, you can control who has access to the group with three different levels of access:

- An Open group can be viewed and joined by everyone on Facebook or the specific network which it is tied to.

- A Closed group allows all users to view limited information but cannot access all content unless they are a member.
Administrators of the group must approve membership requests and this allows better control over the group.

- A Secret group is one which is not visible or searchable and membership is by invitation only.

To change these access levels, group administrators can select the Edit Group option underneath the group profile picture.

If a user posts something inappropriate on a group you administer, you can delete the comment by clicking on Remove next to
their wall post or Delete next to their comment.

You can also block users from a group you administer who repeatedly post offensive content. On the group page, select the Edit
Members option and click on Blocked . Select the Block People link, type the name of the person you wish to block and click
Find . Select the person you wish to block and click Block .

If you come across a Facebook group which you find offensive, or you think violates Facebook s Terms of Use, you can report it
by selecting the Report Group option on the bottom left-hand side of the group s page.
