This week began with the professional training of teachers and the 
leadership team tagged as Lead Users on the Ultranet- an online 
communication program that will provide the learning platform that 
will take learning beyond the classroom and connect students, 
teachers and parents in a collaborative way. The Ultranet will:-  

· capture a complete record of student learning progress from 
year to year and school to school 

· be an accessible resource of information about your child’s 
curriculum at school 

· enable you to communicate with their teacher more easily and 
consistently 

· enable your child to clarify questions and issues about their work 
in a collaborative manner 
enable your child to have greater responsibility for their learning. 
 

The training was the first roll out and introduction to the program.  
 

A state wide professional development day for all t eachers is 
scheduled for Monday, August 9. This will be a pupi l free day. 
There will be no classes at school on this day so y ou can pencil 
this into your diaries. 
 

Winter sport is in full swing and many students have signed up and 
trained for the respective teams. However, this creates a number of 
organisational issues and we ask you to ensure that your child has 
their forms signed and payments paid to the General Office by the 
due date. This is imperative because we need to ensure that we can 
field a team and fill the bus, etc. If your child does not fulfil this duty 
then we cannot give permission for the child to attend and in effect, 
jeopardising the team and the organisation that it takes to run these 
events. This also applies to all excursions and camps organised at 
the school. We need you to read the forms when you sign them and 
make sure that they are returned on or before the due date.  
 

A key platform for our school is the commitment we place on key 
learning programs that are contemporary and relevant to the lives 
and futures of our children. The Year 5 Team Program “M Power 
Girls” is a student well being program aimed at young women. Year 5 
girls were lucky enough to be a part of this wonderful experience. The 
girls were able to discuss and explore relevant issue such as 
resilience, friendships, self image, and the power of girls. This was an 
insightful program that allowed the girls to express feelings and 

understand who they are as young women. Ursula, the presenter, was 
very accommodating towards the students and allowed the girls to ask 
questions which enhanced group discussions.   The girls learnt through 
songs and film clips, lyrics and games. 
 

Our Year 1s went on an excursion to Busy Kids as part of their 
transport unit.  They enjoyed a lesson in road safety given by the 
instructor which was followed by some time to ride bicycles on the 
Busy Kids road track.  This gave the children an opportunity to put their 
lesson into practice. Book fairs have been happening on both 
campuses and will continue until next Monday.  Thank you to those 
families who have supported these by purchasing books.  We hope to 
encourage our students to enjoy reading as well as fostering a love of 
books through these fairs.  The school also benefits from sales by 
earning book commissions to add to our libraries.      
 

There have been a few cases where students have unfortunately 
sworn at teachers this term. This is totally unacceptable and will not be 
tolerated. Students have been informed that there are serious 
consequences for swearing. We ask all parents to remind their children 
of their responsibilities both as students but also as upstanding 
members of the community. We have a number of well being programs 
and counselling options available to parents who believe that there 
child may need assistance. Similarly, we have wonderful school 
facilities and we take great pride in maintaining a learning environment 
that reflects 21st Century teaching and learning practices. This includes 
the access to laptops at school. Students are reminded that under the 
terms of agreement to responsible use of computers, students who 
misuse or damage computers will be barred from access and will be 
liable for costs if necessary. The need to consistently educate our 
students on the importance of responsible computer use is now such a 
vital social and community issue. I would also like to remind all parents 
about lateness to school which is quite disruptive and impacts on the 
learning of all students. Please ensure your child arrives to school in 
uniform (avoid the Hoodies please!) with ample time to spare so they 
can go to their locker, put their lunch away, collect the right equipment 
for class, and arrive in a positive frame of mind to maximise learning. 
To this end, we are still being informed by some of the children that 
they are having no or very little breakfast before coming to school. We 
need parents to address this issue as a matter or priority of contact the 
school for assistance if needed.
