PRINCIPAL ’S REPORT 
It’s actually Week 3 already and the school is buzzing with lots of exciting 
learning taking place. The yard looks wonderful and it’s still quite pleasant 
weather for the children to play outside without needing to rug up. Our 
students are about to complete the annual Attitude to School Student 
Survey. The data gathered will be important as it determines their level of 
interest and motivation in school, their engagement with teachers and our 
learning environment. To this end, the programs at The Lakes are 
strongly based on inquiry learning. There is a commitment to a “hands on” 
approach and this was highlighted when the Year 9 Food Technology 
group hosted their annual “International Food Day” and “In The Bakery”. 
The students prepared their dishes and developed their hospitality skills 
presenting to parents or invited guests to a very high standard. The 
experience was thoroughly enjoyable as our students showed a great 
deal of maturity and professionalism as they showcased their learning to 
a real and dedicated guest list. Thank you to all the parents, friends and 
teachers for their attendance. Both days were extremely well received 
and the restaurant and bakery staff are to be congratulated for their 
wonderful efforts. 
 

 The Year 9 Expo was held on Wednesday evening. A range of 
neighbouring and targeted schools made informative presentations to our 
students and their parents/guardians about the learning opportunities that 
their respective schools offer. This was followed by individual discussions 
with the representatives of each school and curriculum material pertaining 
to their school was also made available. The Lakes is totally committed to 
ensuring a smooth transition for each child to a suitable school of their 
choice and as a result, this ongoing program has been developed to 
manage the process in a systematic and organised way. The Year 8 
Team ventured to Melbourne State Library on Thursday as part of their 
Inquiry program. The students participated in a number of literary and 
hands on activities to support their learning and integrated project. The 
feedback has been very positive from both students and teachers. I would 
just like to remind parents to return forms and money for excursions by 
the due dates to minimise any disruption to programs as they are 
designed to compliment the curriculum topic studied. It is really important 
that ALL students attend excursions that are organised to enhance 
student knowledge and experiences. 
 

Parents/Guardians collecting children after school need to be very careful 
of children crossing the school car park. On the Middle Years Campus, it 
is imperative they you do not double park or block the roadway at any 
time. This end of the day is often extremely busy with both cars and 
children on scooters and bikes so please show courtesy to all members of 
our community at this time. This is of particular concern on wet days. It is 
highly advisable that you arrange to pick up your child away from the exit 

directly in front of the locker bay area to ensure a safe departure at all 
times. Thank you to all parents who have raised this issue. Your 
cooperation in this matter will make it a safe and smooth departure for all of 
our children. On this transport matter, I would also like to remind parents 
that there are students still not wearing their helmets to school which is 
illegal and dangerous! There are a significant number who are also not 
bringing a lock to secure their scooters or bikes. This is recommended as a 
precaution measure. 
 

Similarly, Mobile Phone and Ipods etc are allowed under our school rules 
but responsible use is essential as listed in our school policy guidelines 
listed in every child’s Planner. If your child brings their phones, etc to 
school it is their responsibility to protect their phone from misuse, damage 
and inappropriate use. This is a key individual responsibility and parents/
guardians need to remind them of this. If a phone is confiscated from a 
student it can only be collected by a parent/guardian upon negotiation from 
Kerrie. The policy enables consistency and highlights the seriousness of 
the matter in today’s technological world. 
 

Last week, we notified our school community of a cushion drive . The 
cushions will be used in the “soft” areas of our Learning Streets. We 
encourage you to sift through your old cushions and make a donation to the 
General Office of either campus. Your generosity would be extremely 
welcomed as we endeavour to keep providing the best possible learning 
environment for our students to get the best efforts from them at all times! 
 

The year 2/3 Swimming program commenced this week on Wednesday. 
This vital skills based program will run for 6 weeks at the YMCA. Please 
ensure that your child is equipped with bathers, towel, etc on these days. 
We don’t want them missing a session because they forgot to bring their 
gear! We are also fortunate to have our own school bus do the runs to the 
pool minimising organisational difficulties and maximising time. Early 
reports indicate that the children are well prepared, excited and thoroughly 
enjoyed the first session of the program. We are encouraging our families 
on the Early Years to participate in the National Family Reading Month 
initiative during May. There is a record sheet attached to this week’s 
Newsletter for you to use. Educational research consistently reiterates the 
importance of regular reading, especially aloud and to an audience. This is 
one of the most productive things a parent can do to support their child’s 
learning at home and we strongly encourage you to get involved in the 
program. 
 

Finally, welcome to our new integration aides Ria Triantafillopoulos and  
Nicole Leatham who will be joining our Early Years team and Helen 
Athanasiou who will be working with in Middle Years.
